Throws pentathlon is not really her cup of tea but still a great competitor and enjoyed 
herself. 
 
1st   Pauline Purser (91) 2510 pts. Quite a bit down on total points this year but at her age it is still brilliant. Well done 
Pauline. 
 
1st   Bev Savage (68) 3508 pts. Bev has had severe back problems. So good to see her throwing again. Technically 
she is the best thrower in the country and a good coach too. 
 
1st    Johan Van Zyl (55) Te Kuiti. 3002 pts. This is a good score for a first competition. A tall powerful man with a 
good throwing arm but this is in danger of turning into “tennis elbow” through over throwing and extension. A good 
coach would help Johan no end.

The number of entries for the Tauranga event on 9 November was reduced slightly because of a clash with the Pan 
Pacific Masters Games. This multisport event, which this year swelled to a record of over 12000 participants, is 
usually very popular with New Zealand athletes, but this year of the 504 entered for the athletics there were only 8 
men and 10 women from New Zealand; four of whom, were from Waikato/BOP. 
 
The most successful was Karyn McCready who won gold medals in the 1500m, 5000m the 4k cross country and the 
beach run, plus a bronze in the 800m, in spite of the fairly large fields. Sheryl Gower showed she still had plenty of 
speed, with silver medals in the 60, 100, 200 and 400 metre events, while Pauline Purser, although with 6 gold 
medals was  disappointed at being the only competitor in her age group. Thus, aiming to break event records was her 
incentive, and she almost succeeded with the W90-94 shot. However, with the exception of the W85 shot, she holds 
all the “throws” best performances for the W85-89 and W90-94 events anyway. That there was an athlete still 
competing at 92 did not go unnoticed by the media. Thus Pauline’s photo appeared in the Gold Coast Bulletin, while 
Channel 7 captured her throwing the hammer for their news programme.  In my case, with the exception of a gold 
medal in the hammer, the colour of my other five medals reflected the number in the event. 
 
For those athletes who might have been put off by the inconvenience of getting to the track unless they hired a car, 
the problem is now over. Anyone living close to the Gold Coast Highway between the University and Broadbeach, 
now has access to the light rail which currently terminates less than 100m from the track.  NZ Gold Card holders are 
also entitled to the fare concessions. This makes the track more accessible than using a car, as the parking problem 
is still in existence.

The first major masters athletics meet of the season, the North Island Champs, were held in less than ideal conditions 
at the Regional Sports Park in Hastings over the weekend of 28-30 November 2014. 
 
In typical fashion Waikato BOP sent the biggest team of the North Island centres, not only as athletes, but with good 
supply of officials as well.  Unfortunately the turnout this year was poor.  Not sure if it is distance to travel, finances, or 
were people just not ready for full on competition yet.  I know some of our own team have injury recovery to get 
through but expect to be competing later in the season.  That aside it was disappointing to see, this is the first time all 
the women were run in one race in the sprint events. 
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The weekend kicked off on Friday night with the 3000m (run & track walk) and the 400m.  Strong westerly winds and 
a down pour of rain made competition very challenging. 
   
Saturday was a nice fine day, however the wind would prove to be another battle for the athletes both on the track 
and in the field.  Not being as sharp as in last year’s North Island Champs I was hoping to have an edge over my new 
(and very fast) competition in at least the W40 60m and 100m.  Not so - came 2nd in both and only by 0.04 seconds in 
the 60m.  Our times were ugly -3.5 head wind in the 100m. 

 
The highlight of Saturday was the 4x100m relay which WBOP won 
again (three champs in row now).  Team members Sheryl Gower, 
Bruce Solomon, Stephen Burden and myself led from start to finish 
over a Wellington team of equal calibre.  We also set a new North 
Island record surpassing the old one by one second. 
 
Sunday dawned with fine conditions again however the wind was even 
stronger than ever.  Competitors in the 5000m looked like they had 
more than enough of it by the time they finished.  The 200m kicked off 
at 11:30am and the wind was stronger than ever.  Wind gusts were 
getting up to -11 m/s!  Thankfully none of the 200m races got it that 
bad.  The women’s race had the worst wind reading -8.6 m/s – the 
strongest winds for a 200 I have ever raced in.  It was difficult to stay in 
our lanes as we came round the bend and into the worst of the wind – 
forget looking at the times they were terrible!
